Travel/Contract conditions of the individual motorbike tour through countries of Africa

Organiser: Africa Motion Tours CC - P.O. Box 40685 - Windhoek - Republic of Namibia

1. Booking: Through booking, the customer offers the organiser (hereinafter called org.) the conclusion of a contract. Bookings may only be affected in writing, also via fax or e-mail. The contract becomes effective with the written confirmation of the org. If the contents of the confirmation deviate from the contents of the application, the org. is bound to his new offer for 10 days.

2. Deposit/Payment: After conclusion of the contract (receipt of confirmation), a down-payment to the amount of 50% of the tour price is to be effected immediately. The customer receives a certificate of security as per par. 651 k sec. 3 of the German Civil Code. Payment of the balance is to be received by the org. at the latest 4 weeks before commencement of the tour. All payments are to be made to the following account: Banking connection: Africa Motion Tours CC, Standard Bank, Ausspannplatz, Account No. 041515595, Bank Code No. 08267200, Windhoek, Namibia.

3. Performance and prices: The extent of the contractual performances follow from the invitation in the brochure and the confirmation of the org. Tour sketches and other general information are not effective as contract components.

a)
Alterations or deviations of individual tour performances which may become necessary after conclusion of the contract and which are not brought about by the org. contrary to good faith are only permitted in as far as the alterations are not substantial and do not adversely affect the total pattern of the booked tour. The org. reserves the right to change the tour route due to unforeseeable incidents.

b)
After conclusion of the travel contract, price changes are possible to a reasonable extent due to technically justifiable, material and unforeseeable reasons (change of fuel costs, taxes, legal fees, currency fluctuations) if a period of more than 4 months elapsed between the conclusion of the contract and the commencement of the tour. The customer is to be notified of this at least three weeks before commencement of the tour. With price increases of over 5% of the tour price, the customer is entitled to a gratis cancellation of the tour booking within 10 days.

4.  Cancellation of / Change in booking through the customer: The customer may at any time before the commencement of the tour withdraw from the tour. The cancellation is to be effected in writing.

a)
With rescission of the customer from the travel contract, the org. may demand over-all cancellation costs calculated as   follows from the total tour price:

up to 30 days before departure

5. Cancellation and resignation through the organiser: The org. may resign up to 2 weeks before the tour commences if:

a)
 the announced minimum of participants for the respective tour is not reached.

b)
it turns out that the customer does not meet the requirements of the tour.

The org. may terminate the tour if:

c)
the tour manager/guide is unavailable due to illness or injury and no substitute can be arranged by the org. In this case the participant is reimbursed the proportionate tour price for the still remaining days.

d)
weather factors or other unforeseeable incidents render the execution of the tour impossible.

6. Liability: Within the frame of the obligation of a general trader to exercise due care, the org. is liable for the conscientious tour preparation and the due production of the contractually agreed performance. The org. is not liable for:

a)
Performance by foreign companies (e.g. transport via regular services). Here, the conditions of the respective enterprise/organiser are of effect.

b)
Agent's performance.

c)
Accidents during the tour. Each participant is responsible for his/her own driving technique, even when driving in the group and following the tour guide. The basic excess, in case of damage on the bike, is 2000.00 Euro.

d)
The liability of the org. is limited to double the tour price.


A limited number of substitute motorbikes is available. Should contrary to expectation no motorbike be available anymore, the tour will be continued in the escort vehicle.

7. Obligation to co-operate: The customer is obliged to co-operate during arising failures of performance within the framework of legal stipulations, if necessary to avoid or minimise damage. The customer is especially obliged to notify the org. of his/her objections without delay. If he/she culpably omits to announce the shortcomings, the claim to a price reduction is not granted. Possible complaints are to be lodged within a day in written form to the org.

8. Passport, visa, customs, foreign exchange and health regulations: The client him-/herself is responsible for the compliance with the regulations with regard to regulations on passports, visas, customs, foreign exchange and health. The organiser shall to the best of his/her knowledge and conscience inform the customer on the most relevant regulations within the frame of his possibilities.

9. General: The voidness of individual stipulations does not entail the voidness of the entire contract. The same is valid for the travel and business conditions. With the application, the customer accepts these terms and the contents of the travel application as binding on him-/herself and all accompanying persons as listed in the application. The org. reserves the right to correct errors in printing and calculations.

10. Legal domicile: Both parties agree on the domicilium citandi et executandi to be Windhoek.

11. Disclaimer: With the tour application the customer expressly accepts the following declaration: I am fully aware of the dangers of motorbike riding. The participation at the tour is at my own risk. I agree that the agents are neither liable for personal injury, material damage and loss of assets of any kind, nor for other arising failures subject to Acts of God or influence beyond one's control. I am aware of the fact that the org. also is not liable for the inappropriate behaviour of other participants of the group. I undertake to observe the effective traffic regulations of the individual countries and the regulations of the group tour and not to cause damage to either humans or nature through my conduct or the structure of my vehicle. I am fundamentally in good health, meet the requirements of the tour and am in possession of a valid driver's licence. The wearing of sufficient protective clothing is my responsibility.
